To minimise the impact of any route on the wellbeing, amenity and security of local
communities.

4. To minimise the impact of any route on the landscape including the built and natural
heritage.

To offer support for the protection of similar areas in other parts of Scotland.

To communicate as necessary with outside individuals and bodies in the furtherance
of the said objectives.
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Stirling Before Pylons is an umbrella group bringing together communities and Community
Councils throughout Stirling who are concerned about the proposals. It has successfully
campaigned for a Public Inquiry which is due to begin early in 2007. For further information
